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Ukrainian Layered Apple Cake - Yabluchnyk

Ingredients: (Serves 10 to 12)

CAKE:

2309 caster sugar

150ml vegetable oil

3 eggs

150ml fresh orange juice

1 teaspoon vanilla extract
300g plain flour

Y, teaspoon salt

2 teaspoons baking powder

FILLING:

6 apples peeled and sliced (combination of sweet & sour apples makes for a more interesting flavour)
80g caster sugar

Juice of %2 a lemon

1% teaspoon ground cinnamon

Instructions:

1. Preheat the oven to 350° F, 177° C. Gas 4.

2. Grease and line 9 by 13 inch rectangular baking tin. Allow parchment paper to
overhang on all sides, which will make it easy for removal from tin.

3. Inalarge bowl, toss the sliced apples with 80g caster sugar, cinnamon and lemon
juice.

4. In another bowl blend the oil with 230g caster sugar. Whisk in the eggs, then add the
orange juice and vanilla.

5. Fold in the flour, salt, and baking powder to make a smooth, soft batter.

6. Spoon half the batter into the prepared tin. Top with the apples, then the remaining
batter.

7. Bake until the cake is crusty and set on top for about 45-50 minutes.
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
