Procedures in The Event of a Suspected or Actual Case of COVID-19
| am sure that many of us in trying to process all the information received about Coronavirus are at times
uncertain about procedures and actions in the event of a suspected case. The guidance you can find here
will certainly help but in a nutshell would remind you that the most important symptoms of coronavirus
(COVID-19) are recent onset of any of the following:

* anew continuous cough

* ahightemperature

* aloss of, or change in, your normal sense of taste or smell (anosmia)

If your child presents any of these please do not send them into school and begin a period of 10 days in
quarantine. Please contact attendance on 01562 883193 Option 1 or email
attendance@hagleyrc.worcs.sch.uk by 8.30am to advise us and also make arrangements for a test to be
carried out, which this link will advise you on.

If you have other family members who are students at Hagley they must also remain at home and begin
a period of 14 days quarantine and you should advise us of this when you call or email. Students who are
forced to quarantine will have their work shared with them via their Microsoft Team account or school
email. In the event of a negative test and no other family members presenting symptoms your child can
then return to school and you should again advise the Attendance Office of this.
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
