Emmaus Catholic MAC and Hagley Catholic High School students and staff are celebrating a 

wonderful set of results for this year’s A levels and Level 3 vocational courses, continuing our long 

tradition of examination success.

We are absolutely 

delighted that all students have secured a future pathway into Higher Education or an 

apprenticeship and can celebrate two successful Oxford entries and numerous Russell Group 

University entrants too.”  

In a year where grades boundaries have tightened significantly and no leeway given from the 

pandemic, Hagley can report that 27% of all entries achieved A*-A, while 55% of all entries were 

grades at A*-B, 81% at A*-C and 99% of students achieved A*-E grades. All outcomes that are an 

improvement on the pre-pandemic results of 2019.”
